Depending on the number and type of submissions we receive, we may offer 
the opportunity to present in other languages.

Submission Guidelines 

All accepted abstracts will be academic presentations, 15 minutes in length. Abstract submissions 
should meet the following formatting requirements: 

 
• Abstracts should be uploaded as Word or plain text files (e.g., .docx, .rtf), not as PDFs. 
• Abstracts must not exceed the 250-word limit. 
• Abstract titles, references, and keywords should be clearly indicated. 
• Use 12-point font size, and 1-inch margins on all sides of the document. 
• Additional figures may be included in addition to the main abstract text. 

  
Abstracts will undergo blind peer-review. Acceptance is based on quality of content, originality, 
relevance, and academic significance.
